runs cleaner than a diesel-powered engine. Electric 
power plants continue to create power in cleaner 
ways. Also, the addition to the grid of alternate en-
ergy sources, such as wind and solar, provide elec-
tricity with virtually zero carbon emissions. 
An electric motor allows for the use of much lower 
carbon emission power versus a comparable diesel 
engine. The harmful environmental effects from 
internal combustion engines outnumber those from 
electricity.

New Horizon Mine, and Craig Unit 1, will have an 
estimated $90 million-dollar cost in depreciation 
alone.  This cost does not include the new genera-
tion and transmission sources to replace it, nor does it 
take into account decommissioning costs.  These clo-
sures were to satisfy requirements with the Federal 
Government, State of Colorado, and the group Wild 
Earth Guardians.  The big risk to future rates will be 
the EPA’s Clean Power Plan.  The United States Su-
preme Court placed a stay on this rule until it made its 
way through the court system, so we have a tempo-
rary reprieve from these requirements and subsequent 
costs, at least for the short term.
 Last year, based on our revenue needs, Wheat 
Belt absorbed a wholesale power cost increase from 
Tri-State, which allowed us not to raise rates for 2016.  
After we had set our budget, we learned that two of 
our industrial customers were going to close.  In ad-
dition to these closures, we saw a very mild spring, 
which resulted in reduced energy sales.  We also had 
an extreme spring storm in early May, which dam-
aged a large portion of our system.  The very stormy 
start to the summer further carried some unbudget-
ed costs.  With all of these, we will need to gener-
ate more revenue to recover from these events.  We 
are still working on the fi nal amounts for the budget, 

 It is never a pleasant experience to have to 
raise rates, and we work very hard at fi nding ways 
to minimize the need for increasing rates to operate 
your district.  Wheat Belt is a cost-based organiza-
tion, meaning that every dollar that we charge in 
our rates, is used to operate the district.  If we col-
lect extra, it is reinvested in the system to help with 
reliability and upgrades.  The last revenue increase 
that we had by raising rates across the board was 
in 2012.  We have made some rate adjustments 
since then, but they have been revenue neutral to 
the district.  
 Tri-State G&T, our wholesale energy pro-
vider, has been predicting a substantial rate in-
crease for 2017.  Through various cost cutting and 
effi ciency measures, they were able to reduce the 
predicted increase to about seven percent.  At the 
Tri-State Board meeting in September, they were 
able to use some deferred revenue from previous 
years to reduce the rate increase to 4.24%.  By us-
ing a one-time deferral, it only provides a tempo-
rary reprieve from the full increase.  Most likely,  
we will see the deferred increase in 2018.  There 
will be signifi cant pressure on future rates due to 
many of the new regulations that are starting to 
have a fi nancial impact.  The recent announcement 
of the need to close our Nucla generating station,

and the additional needs to rebuild from the Spring and Summer 
storms. General infl ation also continues to increase the costs of our 
doing business.  We will be considering the 2017 rates at the Octo-
ber board meeting.
 With all of the bad, we do have some good that will help.    
The new headquarters building has not increased our need for an in-
crease, but has actually helped lower our expenses.  The tax and en-
ergy savings are reducing our costs by about $60,000 per year.  The 
new headquarters has also allowed us to reduce transportation costs, 
both in miles traveled and better fuel contracting.  Recent changes in 
the type of trucks we operate are allowing us to run the trucks longer, 
with higher residual value.  The board and the employees agreed to 
move the employees to an alternate health insurance plan, starting 
in 2017, which will save up to another $60,000 per year.  We have 
maintained a solid fi nancial reputation in the fi nance world, which 
allows us to use fi nancing as an inexpensive tool.  We are evaluating 
a proper debt strategy to optimize our revenue and rate needs that 
will further reduce the increase we need.  We also anticipate the sale 
of our old building, which will further allow us to minimize our rate 
increases in the future, when that sale occurs.  We have embarked 
on a rate strategy study with an outside consultant to provide a long-
term rate plan, to make sure we are fairly and equitably collecting 
from each class of consumer, and to provide more economical en-
ergy usage options to you.
 Our current directive is to target a rate increase for 2017 of 
under fi ve percent.  In the coming weeks, we will work extremely 
hard to make this a reality.
